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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION & ANALYSIS REPORT
Global Economy and India
The global economy is exhibiting mixed trends. While US and Euro Zone have stabilized, China is slowing down. Economies depending on commodity exports in general 
and oil exporters in particular are impacted. Improved US job market and consequent expected increase in interest rates may adversely impact emerging markets and 
commodities.

Sentiment in the domestic economy is upbeat although activity is yet to pick-up.

Indian Paper Industry Scenario
Indian paper industry, although at less than 2% of the total world production, is one of few where demand is expected to grow. Although during the year under review growth in 
domestic paper market was subdued in line with rest of domestic economy. Cost of inputs have stabilized for the time being, but long term issues like captive plantation, 
energy costs are yet to be addressed.

SWOT ANALYSIS
Strengths: Paper Industry has the followingstrengths-
i)  Large and growing domestic paper market
ii)   Know how in non wood pulping and applications
iii)  Well developed printing industry

iv)  Well developed distribution channels.

Weakness: The Industry however suffers some weaknesses as under-
i)  Highly capital- intensive Industry impacted by domestic Interest rates
ii)  Dearth of highly skilled and job specific manpower.

iii)  Fragmented industry structure

Opportunities: There are a number  of opportunities for the Industry. Illustrative examples are as under:
i)  Huge potential for forest plantation on degraded forest land.
ii)  Government literacy program – increasing demand for printing/writing papers

iii)  Likely consolidation in favour of efficient players

Threats: The Industry is subject to following threats-
i)  Environmental regulation impacting cost competitiveness with other countries.
ii)  Weakening competitiveness of domestic industry due to shortage and cost of basic inputs.

iii)  Free trade agreements with countries having more competitive paper industry.

Social farm forestry
Your company has further enhanced tree plantation program under social farm forestry. Approximately 342 lacs seedlings were planted and distributed during the year under 
the program. We have added an area of 13,680 hectares under the plantations making a total coverage of 1,32,000 hectares. The program helps in enhancing rural income 
and facilitate sustained availability of raw material to the Mill.

Risks & Concern
Risk is inseparable from the business.  Higher wood and energy costs,  less-favoured State Govt policies, Environmental issues and Market risks are some of the concerns 
associated with the company's operations. The company has a risk management framework in place.

Internal Control System
Your company regularly reviews Internal control systems and procedures to ensure  orderly and efficient conduct of business. Internal control system ensures the following:

 Accurate recording of transactions with internal checks and prompt reporting.
  Adherence to applicable accounting standards.
  Periodic review to effectively manage working capital.
  Review of capital investments.
  Compliance with applicable statutes, policies and listing requirements.
  Effective use of resources and safety of assets.

Financial Performance
The company has reported profits for the year under review vis-a-vis losses in the previous financial  years and will strive to improve the performance further in the coming 
period.

Human Resources
Human resource development programs are linked with organizational needs and performance. The company recognizes human resource as its invaluable asset. Your 
company regularly conducts need-based HR development programs at all levels. There are 767 employees on the company's roll.

Future Outlook
The paper industry in India is expected to grow in line with rest of the economy. Paper products are used in education, health-care, food, trade, communication, packaging 
etc. This will provide opportunities for modernization and expansion.

 In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except for the possible effects of the matter described  in of 

the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion paragraph, the aforesaid financial statements give the information required by the Act in the manner 

so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as at 

31st March, 2015, and its Profit and its Cash Flows for the year ended on that date.
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6. Emphasis of Matter

 We draw attention to Note No.26.1 dealing with regard to dispute for levy of Mandi Fee amounting to Rs.230 lacs in respect of goods procured in earlier 

years against which the company has filed a review petition before Hon'ble High Court at Allahabad. Against the said demand the company has deposited 

Rs. 230 lacs (included under Long Term Loans and Advances) and the accrual of liability is dependent upon the decision of the Hon'ble High Court at 

Allahabad. The said amount has been considered as contingent liability. Our conclusion is not qualified in respect of this matter.

7.  Report on other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

1. Significant Accounting Policies

(a) Basis of preparation of Financial Statements

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention in accordance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and 

accounting standards as prescribed under section 133 of the Companies Act , 2013 , read with rule 7 of the  Companies (Accounts) Rules,2014 and other 

recognized accounting practices. Accounting policies unless specifically stated to be otherwise, are consistent and are in consonance with generally 

accepted accounting principles.

(b) Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements require the management to make estimates and assumption that effect the reported amount of assets and 

liabilities and disclosures relating to contingent liabilities and assets as at the balance sheet date and the reported amounts of income and expenses during 

the year. Difference between the actual results and the estimates are recognised in the year in which the results become known/materialise.Contingencies 

are recorded when it is probable that a liability will be incurred and the amounts can reasonably be estimated. Differences between the actual results and 

estimates are recognized in the year in which the results are known/ materialized.

(c) Fixed Assets 

Tangible Assets

i) Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition/construction. Cost includes borrowing cost and pre-operative expenses as allocated to the fixed assets.

ii) Capital Work-in-progress includes Marchinery to be installed, Construction and Erection Materials etc.

d) Depreciation

i) Depreciation has been provided for as per Schedule II of the Companies Act, 2013, on written down value method and in respect of plant and Marchinery 

acquired on or after 1.4.76, on straight-line method. Certain plants have been considered as continuous process plants on technical evaluation.

ii) Marchinery Spares which can be used only in connection with an item of fixed asset and whose use is expected to be irregular are amortised over the 

useful life of the respective fixed assets and the amount amortised is included under stores and spares consumed.

(e) Impairment of Fixed Assets 

Fixed Assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date for impairment. In case events and circumstances indicate any impairment, recoverable amount of 

fixed assets is determined. An impairment loss is recognised, whenever the carrying amounts of assets exceeds recoverable amount. The recoverable 

amount is the greater of assets net selling price or its value in use. In assessing the value in use, the estimated future cash flows from the use of assets are 

discounted to their present value at appropriate rate. An impairment loss is reversed if there has been change in the recoverable amount and such loss 

either no longer exists or has decreased. Impairment loss/reversal thereof is adjusted to the carrying value of the respective assets. 

(f) Investments

Long-term investments are stated at cost less provisions, if any, for diminution in the values thereof, other than temporary.

(g) Inventories

i) Inventories are valued at cost or estimated net realisable value whichever is lower. The value of inventories other than raw materials is determined on 

weighted average basis. The value of raw materials is determined by first in first out method. Cost of raw materials includes expenses incurred for 

procuring the same. Cost in respect of finished goods, stock in process and wrapper represents manufacturing cost and does not include interest, selling 

and distribution and certain administrative overheads.

ii) Customs duty on materials in bond and excise duty on finished goods lying in the factory as at the year-end is considered as cost for valuation of stocks.

(h) Revenues and Other Income

i) Revenue is being recognised on accrual basis.

ii) All expenses, claims, interest on overdue debts/demands and other incomes to the extent ascertainable and considered payable or receivable as the 
case may be, have been accounted for.iii)Sales are recognised on passing of the property in the goods as per the terms of the sales, irrespective of actual 
delivery.  Sales include excise duty and incidental charges but rebates, discounts and Sales Tax/Value Add Tax (VAT) are excluded there from.

(i) Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are accounted for at the exchange rate prevailing on the date of the transaction. Foreign currency monetary assets and 
liabilities at the year end are translated using closing exchange rates. The loss or gain thereon and also on the exchange differences on settlement of  
foreign currency transactions during the year are recognised as income or expenses and are adjusted to the profit and loss account under respective 
heads  of accounts.

Exchange differences arising with respect to forward contracts other than those entered into, to hedge foreign currency risk on unexecuted firm 
commitments or of highly probable forecast transactions are recognized in the year in which they arise and the difference between the forwards rate and 
exchange rate at the date of transaction is recognized as income / expense over the life of the contract.

Keeping in view the announcement of Institute of Chartered Accountants of India dated March 29, 2008 regarding accounting for derivatives, mark to 
market losses on all other derivatives contracts (other than forward contracts dealt as above) outstanding as at the year end , are recognized in the 
accounts.

(j) Employee benefits

Employee benefits are accrued in the year services are rendered by the employees.Short term employee benefits are recognised as an expense in the 
statement of profit and loss for the year in which the related service is rendered.

Contribution to defined contribution schemes such as Provident Fund etc. are recognized as and when incurred.

Long term employee benefits under defined benefit scheme such as contribution to gratuity, leave etc. are determined at close of the year at present value 
of the amount payable using actuarial valuation techniques.

Actuarial gains and losses are recognised in the year when they arise.

(k) Research & Development

 Research and development cost (other than cost of fixed assets acquired) are charged as an expense in the year in which they are incurred.

(l) Income taxes

Provision for tax is made for both current and deferred taxes. Current tax is provided on the taxable income using the applicable tax rates and tax laws. 
Deferred tax assets and liabilities arising on account of timing differences, which are capable of reversal in subsequent years are recognised using tax 
rates and tax laws, which have been enacted or substantively enacted. Deferred tax assets other than in respect of carried forward losses or unabsorbed 
depreciation are recognised only to the extent that there is a reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such 
deferred tax assets will be realized. In case of carry forward of unabsorbed depreciation and tax losses, deferred tax assets are recognized only if there is 
“virtual certainty” that such deferred tax assets can be realized against future taxable profits.

(m) Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs, that are attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying asset, are capitalised as part of the cost of such assets. A qualifying 
asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period of time to get ready for use.All other borrowing costs are charged to revenue.

(n) Provision, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

Provisions involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognised when there is a present obligation as a result of past events and it is 
probable that there will be an outflow of resources. Contingent liabilities are disclosed by way of  notes to accounts. Contingent assets are neither 
recognised nor disclosed in the financial statements.
